tv3 | Acknowledging God’s Holiness

Activate
The content for today’s lesson is short. I want you to get alone with God
and acknowledge His holiness.

@ Prepare yourself by reviewing one or more of the throne-room scenes
we've already studied. Begin by readying Isaiah 6:1-10. Pay attention
to Isaiah’s response to God's holiness. If you want to review the others,
read Ezekiel 1 and Revelation 20:11-15.

© Get completely alone with God. Shut off anything that could distract
you. Close all doors. If you are physically able, get on your face before
God—lie flat on the floor. This isn’t the time to make any requests of
God. Now is the time to humble yourself before Him, acknowledging
His holiness. Think about His purity, righteousness, and holiness.

’, Tell Him in your own words, “l now see You, Lord, high and lifted up,
beyond any previous image | had of You. | worship You in the beauty of
Your holiness. How great You are—how completely beyond anything of
this world. Why do You even think of me? Help me grasp what it’s like
to come into the presence of Your holiness.”

© Stay in this prayer position longer than is comfortable. Ask God to help
you keep your focus on Him. When you face up to God’s holiness, you
find yourself facedown in worship.

O After your time before the Lord, write a prayer to Him or a poem about

His holiness:
Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty ...
