wv+ | Break Up Your Fallow Ground

Hosea 10:12 explains that in part, pressing on to know the Lord means we exam-
ine our hearts for places God needs to revive: “Sow for yourselves righteousness;
reap steadfast love; break up your fallow ground, for it is the time to seek the
Lord, that he may come and rain righteousness upon you” (emphasis added).

@ Why would it be important to sow righteousness, reap love, and break up
ground in order to be ready to seek the Lord?

@ What do you think it means for God to “rain righteousness upon you"?

Fallow ground is land that has not been seeded for one or more growing
seasons. It is hard and may be filled with weeds. It is undeveloped but poten-
tially useful. In order to plant seed and reap a bountiful harvest, you must
break it up, plow it, and prepare it to receive the seed. Hosea is not talking
about land; he’s talking about your life. Today I want you to focus on your
potentially fallow ground.

© Consider the areas of your life that are fallow—areas that have become dry
and dead. As you prepare for personal revival, ask yourself these questions.
