@ Read about the picture of personal revival from the life of Hezekiah
on page 34. As time permits, read one or more of the biblical accounts
in 2 Kings 18-20; 2 Chronicles 29-32; and Isaiah 36-39. If you read
only one, choose 2 Chronicles 29-32.

@ Review the pattern of Hezekiah's leadership of the people in returning
to the Lord.

1. Hezekiah and the Levites purified themselves and the temple. Then
they restored proper worship (see 2 Chron. 29).

2. Hezekiah issued a call to gather in Jerusalem and celebrate the
Passover, and “the hand of God was also on Judah to give them one
heart to do what the king and the princes commanded by the word
of the Lord” (2 Chron. 30:12).

3. The revived worshipers “went out to the cities of Judah and broke in
pieces the pillars and cut down the Asherim and broke down the high
places and the altars” (2 Chron. 31:1).

’ Pray and ask the Lord to stir your heart and the hearts of your fellow
church members to—
* come clean before the Lord and fix your eyes on Him in genuine worship;
* return to obedience in the things clearly commanded by the Lord;
¢ remove all impurities around you that do not reflect the holiness of the
God you love and serve.
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
