Recognizing your sin is not repentance. Feeling sorrow for getting caught
or because of the severe consequences of your sin is not repentance. Even
confessing your sin by agreeing with God that you’ve been wrong is not
repentance. Jonah demonstrated repentance when he obeyed the second time
God gave him the assignment.
