Mark 2: Repulsion Toward Sin

Grief over sin leads very quickly to feelings of repulsion about that sin. Notice
that Paul says in 2 Corinthians 7:11, “See what earnestness this godly grief
has produced in you.” The word earnestness implies diligence. When I'm
really repentant, I have serious energy about putting sin behind me. Repen-
tance brings with it a new urgency about my relationship with God and strong
negative feelings toward anything that would injure it. What used to be so
attractive to me now repulses me. I'm indignant about it. I'm strongly opposed
to it and resolutely determined that it will always be repulsive in my eyes.
